In today's context, computers are an essential tool in architecture and planning
education. The Computer Centre at SPA Bhopal is a state of the art facility with more than 40
terminals, each of them equipped with a wide range of architectural, planning and other
miscellaneous software.

GEOGRAPHIC INFORMATION SYSTEM (GIS) LABORATORY

Remote Sensing (RS) and Geographical Information System (GIS) technologies have
become an inevitable part of physical planning and its related fields. These technologies have
emerged as powerful tools with a potential to handle complex spatial environment by catering
to the growing demands of the modern world. These increased demands call for a coordinated
application of RS and GIS for a sustainable development and management of urban areas.

RS and GIS are a part of the syllabus both for the students of Planning and Architecture. As a
part of the course contents, the students are required to learn various related aspects of the
subject such as software with hands-on practice to undertake academic projects.

Considering the increased importance of the discipline of remote sensing and GIS
technologies in planning, a state of the art GIS laboratory was developedin July 2010 in
School of Planning and Architecture, Bhopal, to cater to the academic needs of the students in
this field. Adedicated space of around 23.0 square meters is allocated for the GIS laboratory in
the first floor of the institute building. The laboratory provides Remote Sensing, GIS, and 3D
Modeling resources for the students of the institute. It is useful for the students to prepare
maps, analysis and query of spatial/geographic data. The lab is equipped with high-end
hardware, software and satellite data.

Besides, a new GIS laboratory is being developed in SPA Bhopal, Bhauri, with additional high-
end workstations, latest versions of ArcGIS Desktop and ERDAS Imagine. Apart from this,
digital survey instruments, consisting of two DGPS and five hand held GPS are also being
purchased.

The working environment for the students of Architecture demands ample space and an
excellent infrastructure. The institution is equipped with large studios with modern audio-
visual facilities which formulate the excellent working atmosphere for the students. With the
increased batches of Masters and Bachelors, Architecture and Planning students there was a
demand for more number of studios. This demand has been fulfilled with elegantly designed
spacious studios adjacent to the Sports Complex Building creating a very conducive
atmosphere for the learning of architecture and planning.

LIBRARY

Library, SPA Bhopal serves as a creative and innovative partner to support the teaching,
learning and research activities of the institute. This is one of the vital organs of the institute to
meet the mission of academic excellence. It also acts as an indispensable unit of the institute
to bring an innovative and dynamic educational change in partnership with the institute's
faculty, student and staff.
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Library houses quite a good number of print and electronic resources in the field of
Architecture and Planning. The books are classified and arranged according to Dewey
Decimal Classification (DDC) Scheme i.e. subject wise for easy and quick access. Open
access system has been adopted to ensure more freedom to the library user and reduce the
gap between the user and collection. Experienced, cooperative and professionally trained
library staffs are employed for systematic arrangement of the library documents as well as to
maximize their usage.

Library Collection

Books and Micro Documents- The library has a total collection of around 5500 books which
covers different sub-areas of Architecture and Planning like architectural structure, history of
architecture, public structures, religious & residential buildings, building construction,
structural engineering, landscape architecture, interior design & decoration, decorative arts,
urban & regional planning, construction management, economics, sustainable development,
drawings, paintings, classics, etc.

The collection includes textbooks, reference books, CD-ROMs, etc and new books are being
addedregularly.

Journals- Library subscribes 143 journals (both national and international) and all most 70%
of them having full-text online access. Besides, the current journals the library has around
500 bound volumes also. Procurement of journal archives of the highly used journals is under
process.

Online Databases- Subscribes two international bibliographic databases (i.e. Avery Index to
Architectural Periodicals, Design and Applied Art Index and Two socio-economic databases
(i.e.indiastat.com & districtsofindia.com).

Automation & ICT Applications

Library services and housekeeping operation are automated with the help of library
management software. Detail information about the library collections and services is
available onits webpage (http://library. spabhopal.ac.in/home.aspx) and updated regularly.

The catalogue is available online throughout the whole academic campus. Newly acquired
books and journal are being added to the database onimmediate basis.

Library adheres to the principle of continuous improvement of the essential strategies for
creating an innovative, effective and efficient unit in the institute. Simultaneously, there is a
continuous effort by the library to serve its user community in an efficient and innovative way.

INSTITUTE WORKS DEPARTMENT (IWD)

The Institute Works Department of SPA Bhopal was established in august, 2009 for carrying
out development activities for the proposed as well as present campus of SPABhopal. Ar. A.K.
Vinodia, Associate Professor in Architecture department heading the responsibilities as
“Institute Architect” under able guidance and support of Director Dr. Ajay Khare, Dr. Sanjeev
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Singh (Associate Dean Campus Administration and Students' Welfare), Ar. Piyush Hajela
(Professor in charge), Ar. Gaurav Singh and other senior faculty members of SPA Bhopal.
Since January, 2011 IWD SPA Bhopal is operating from the site office building situated in
proposed campus of SPA Bhopal at Bhauri Village. This small office has few permanent staff
such as one civil engineer and one office staff whereas few technical persons like civil
engineer and architects are appointed on contractual basis for carrying out various
developmental activities.

During last few years Institute Works Department of SPA Bhopal is engaged in providing
design consultancy to its own campus and has achieved many goals. We have designed
almost all buildings proposed in the campus except main academic building for which external
agency was appointed through a national competition. We carry out execution works mainly
by engaging Central public works department (CPWD), Bhopal and National Building
Construction Corporation (NBCC), New Delhi.

Now, we have completed one hostel building, twelve units of residential accommodation and
one building for academic activities along with basic infrastructural services. By these facilities
we were able to shift our partial academic activities (All Master degree programmes) at Bhauri
campus. Considering the status of developments we are quite sure to shift entire factions of
SPABhopal to Bhauri campus by July, 2014.

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TRAINING AND PLACEMENT CELL

The Institute has a Training and Placement Cell which assists the students in selecting
suitable organizations for undertaking professional training and facilitates the placement of
graduating students.

The first batch of B. Plan students and the first batch of M. Arch (Urban Design) and M. Plan
(Urban and Regional Planning) students graduated in the summer of 2012. Campus
interviews were conducted for these students with reputed organizations visiting the campus.
Apart from Campus Interviews, students also were contacted on one to one basis in off-
campus interviews and selected in various organizations across the country.

Some of the organizations in which our graduates are placed include the Ministry of Works
and Human Settlements, Royal Government of Bhutan, ILFS India, Town and Country
Planning Department, Govt. of Madhya Pradesh, to name a few. Urban Design and Planning
graduates are also associated with eminentindependent consultant of the country.

The students also undertake training as part of their curricular requirements in various
organizations working in the planning and habitat realms. The B. Plan students undertake
summer training after their second and third year of studies, twice in the entire coursework.
The B. Arch students undertake training for a period of six months in their eighth semester of
studies. Students have been trained in reputed organizations both in the government and the
private sector and across a wide range of organizations including consultants, developers,
research organizations and NGOs.

In addition to the training and placement related activities, the Training and Placement Cell
conducts workshops for the students to develop the skills of communication, both written and
verbal and for preparing them forinterviews.

Human Resource Development is a key objective of the Institute and the Training and
Placement Cell strives to meet the demands of the Architectural and Planning professions by
facilitating a vibrant industry-academia interface.

URBAN DESIGN COLLOQUIUM 2012

Urban design colloquium 2012 was held in the state museum auditorium on 14" April 2012.
The focus of discussion was to deliberate and highlight the sensitive factors that need to be
considered while designing Indian cities. The speakers suggested some key points like
topographical features, historical precincts, socio-economic profile of the city, generated built
forms, FAR, traffic and transportation and civic administration as some guiding factors to be
considered while planning for our cities. Cases were cited as to how the damage was caused
to the cities when such important factors were ignored. It was also said as to how the
guardians of law flawed the basic rules and regulation which they are bound to protect. Lively
conducive environments must be safeguarded at all costs. It was also pointed out as to how
treasures of social history are being ruined because of lack of sensitivity towards our traditions
and natural features that we have inherited through centuries. Modern day developments
were discussed in detail focusing on increased FARs that increased the densities but in the
process taking a heavy toll of infrastructure and other related services. Developers, builders
and institutions were remembered for causing much damage by developing areas disjointed
to the other parts of city and hence disturbing the city's fabric and image. Each speaker
narrated his own experience within the city that made the whole concept of this colloquium
worthwhile.

The discussion was held in a very interactive atmosphere and attended by SPA faculty, guests
and the students. The discussion went on much beyond the allotted time as everyone found it
informative and interesting.

LAUNCH OF NSDC-IIl ON WORLD HERITAGE DAY

On the occasion of “world Heritage Day”, School of Planning and Architecture, Bhopal
launched its third “National Student Design Competition”. The theme of this National Student
Design Competition is “Universal Design for Exploring the World Heritage Sites in India”. The
students from varied disciplines i.e. Architecture, Engineering, Environmental Design,
Industrial Design, Interior Design, Landscape Architecture, Urban Design, Anthropology,
Mueseology, Archeology, Applied Arts etc. will attempt design intervention of the 22 protected
World Heritage sites in India. After the launch of NSDC-III special lectures by Dr. K.K.
Chakraborthy and Prof. Adam Hardy were delivered at the Madhya Pradesh State Museum,
Auditorium, Shyamla Hills, Bhopal.

SYMPOSIUM ON "VERNACULAR ARCHITECTURE" ON THE OCCASION OF WORLD
HABITAT DAY, 1* OCT 2012

A special programme featuring interactive deliberation on 'Vernacular Architecture' was
organized by the Indira Gandhi Rashtriya Manav Sangrahalay on the occasion of the World
Habitat Day on 1% October 2012, in collaboration with SPA, Bhopal. Experts from both the
institutes shared their experience towards practices and construction of Vernacular
Architecture. Ar. Vishakha Kawathekar shared the pedagogic learning and use of various
habitats within IGRMS towards learning of vernacular architecture through documentation.
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The students from B Arch Il year shared their Design Studio works. It was highly appreciated
by experts in IGRMS who monitored the construction of many habitats belonging to various
tribes in India.

GLOBAL STUDIO LBSAP SPA, BHOPAL 2012

The Global studio was conducted in School of Planning and Architecture, Bhopal, in
collaboration with United Nations University — Institute of Advanced Studies (UNU-IAS),
Convention on Biological Diversity (CBD), ICLEI-Local Governments for Sustainability and
Madhya Pradesh State Biodiversity Board from 17" May 2012 to 31* May 2012. Fifty students,
twelve in-house faculty members, experts from Bhopal participated.

Global Studio focused on sustainable use of the components of biological diversity including
conservation of biological diversity and the fair and equitable sharing of the benefits arising
out of the utilization of genetic. The finding of the Global Studio— LB SAP SPABhopal 2012 is
a rich source of information and has the potential to influence the decisions related to
biodiversity of Bhopal. The potential of the information for dissemination and awareness
building was appreciated by many experts of the city.

Three training programme were organized by School of Planning and Architecture, Bhopal for
the Madhya Pradesh Vikas Pradhikaran Sangh (MPVPS) during 2™-12" July 2012 at SPA,
Bhopal.

Programme Contents:The broad contents were - Concepts of Remote Sensing and GIS
including data capture, interpretation, creation, Integration, analysis and presentation. Lab
exercises on Geo referencing and Ortho-rectification, Band Combinations, image overlay,
image enhancement, data classification and digitization.

Lab Visit: Alab visit to the Madhya Pradesh Council of Science and Technology, Bhopal was
arranged on 6" July 2012. During this visit, the participants were provided with the exposure to
the utilization of remote sensing and GIS for the preparation of Madhya Pradesh Natural
Resource Atlas. Apart from this, the participants also had an opportunity to understand the
procedures relating to integration of satellite imagery with cadastral maps.

Theme-3: Project Formulation in terms of T&CP Act (tds)

Programme Contents:The objective of the programme was to make the participants
thoroughly conversant with the provisions of the TDS in the T& CP Act of MP, and make them
aware of the practical issues faced in actual implementation process through suitable case
studies.

The broad contents were - Town development/ planning schemes with theoretical background
in the context of India, provisions of the Act governing the procedure of TDS preparation, Case
Studies with emphasis on issues inimplementation, best practices, comparison with Gujarat.

Hands on Group Exercises:The group exercise was framed with an objective of '‘Learning by
Doing' and intended to take the participants through the entire process step by step for better
understanding of the theoretical inputs provided. Exercises on scheme layout preparation and
finance and implementation, as revision and application of entire course contents.

The School of Planning and Architecture, Bhopal (SPA Bhopal) launched a design
competition with a premise to promote universal access in the protected world heritage sites.
The overall aim of this student competition was to generate design solutions that optimize the
whole living environment so that everyone in the community regardless of his limitations can
participate equally. The competition focused on World Heritage Sites as they are maximum
visited, globally recognized for their importance and would showcase our sensibilities for
people with functional limitations and elderly. For this National Design Competition on 'Design
for All' 2011-12, the students attempted design interventions in one of the twenty two
protected world heritage sites in India (cultural). The students were encouraged to think 'out of
box' to develop imaginative solutions for universal usability, retaining original fabric of world
heritage sites.

Workshop on 'Universal Design for Exploring the World Heritage Sites in India' held on 6", 7"
and 8" October was planned as a culmination of a National Student Design Competition for
Design for All/Universal Design that was floated by SPA Bhopal on 18" April 2012.

The workshop was organized in collaboration with Archaeological Survey of India (ASl),
UNESCO (United Nations Educational, Scientific and Cultural Organization), DRONAH
(Development and Research Organization for Nature, Arts and Heritage) Foundation and
National Association of Students of Architecture (NASA).

LOW COST CLIMATE RESILIENT CONSTRUCTION
Aworkshop on Low Carbon Construction was held on 3-4" November Bhopal. The workshop

was organized in collaboration with the Development Alternatives Group, New Delhi and
supported by the Climate and Development Knowledge Network (CDKN), UK. The two day
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workshop aimed to orient building professionals towards using low carbon construction
concepts while designing buildings in semi-arid spaces like Madhya Pradesh. The workshop
was attended by over 35 architects, planners, engineers and building professionals from
Bhopal, Raipur and Delhi.

The workshop is part of a larger initiative that seeks to generate knowledge support for LC-CR
solutions for small towns and rural spaces by building capacity at three levels, viz. Policy
Makers, Building Professionals and Artisans. It also attempts to influence policies and building
practices in response to imminent climate change trends and need for low carbon
construction.

DESIGN FOR ELDERLY AT NATIONAL INSTITUTE OF DESIGN, AHMEDABAD

School of Panning and Architecture, Bhopal conducted 'Buddha Hoga Tera Baap'-Design for
Elderly, 'International Open Elective', organized at National Institute of Design, Paldi,
Ahmedabad, from 21* January-1® February, 2013. The course employed user centric
approach to design for non-standard users with objectives to

. Identify the challenges Indian Elderly face related with their environment in the Urban
Residential Setups.

. Identify design opportunities for creation of enabling environments that enhance
quality of living for Indian Elderly in the Urban Residential Setups.

. Design for 'Leisure with a Purpose' based on the identified issues.

The course employed field visits, user interviews and focus group to design for elderly. It
ended with a public exhibition in NID campus. The elective was conducted by SPA, Bhopal
faculty Prof. Rachna Khare, Ar. Sandeep Sankat and Ar. Sandeep Arora.

SPABHOPAL-INTEGRAL STUDIO

The Integral Studio has been designed to involve the students of Architecture from the first to
final years, where they shall work together to evolve a design solution to a given problem. This
vertical mixing of the students shall encourage them to interact and share their expertise and
knowledge focussed towards a common goal. Needless to say, the interaction is extremely
important for effectively dealing with the complexities of design.

The integral studio provides to the students an effective platform to interact and work with, not
just the seniors and juniors, but also with the entire faculty and some invited Architects of
repute.

SPAIntegral Studio design Trophies

The group producing the best design as judged by a Jury gets the SPA Integral Studio Design
Trophy. This is a rolling trophy which is awarded in turn to the winner of the next Integral studio.
Each member of the winning group gets a Certificate of honour from the institute. Besides the
Rolling Trophy, there are three more rolling trophies, viz. Most Innovative Design, Best Skills
or Best Research. Each member of these teams also receives certificates of Honour.
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Integral Studio March 2013 Title : Basant Bahar, held during 15" - 24" March 2013. The
Integral Studio March 2013 was designed with the Focus of bringing the nature, the outside to
the inside and vice-versa, in an office building. Where, explorations into architectural design
dealt with a reconnection with nature in context of offices, where an office worker cheerfully
produces high quality outputs, inducing far reaching positive impacts. The students worked on
the design of the live project of the office of Madhya Pradesh State Road Development
Corporation at Arera Hills, Bhopal. Twenty Three groups with 9 students in each, worked
continuously for 10 days, with intense interaction with the entire faculty, practicing architects
viz. Mr. Ajay Kataria, Mr. Vineet Chaddha, Mrs. Anjum Gupta and Mr. Rakesh Kushwaha, as
also with Prof. Manoj Mathur, from SPA Delhi and Mr. Pawan Arora from Madhya Pradesh
Road Development Corporation. Theme based special lectures were delivered by Dr. Ajay
Khare, Director, Prof. Savita Raje, Professor and Head of Department of Architecture and
Prof. Manjusha Misra, Assistant Professor.
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SCHOOL OF PLANNING AND ARCHITECTURE
EDUCATIONAL TOURS AS ON 31.3.2013

STUDY TOUR TO KARNATAKA

A study tour to Karnataka was organized for 3rd year B. Arch. Students from 12" Dec. to 23"

magnificent site of Vijaynagar dynasty, to explore the architectural glory of that time. The ten
days study tour was successfully conducted under the guidance of Ar.

LEARNING BEYOND CLASSROOM: TOUR REPORT OF B. ARCH 3rd YEAR TO AGRA
AND DELHIFROM 16" SEPT 2012 TO 18"SEPT 2012

A specialised study tour focusing on the Islamic Architecture of India was organised for the
students of Fifth semester Third Year B Arch (2010) batch. It covered the span from the 12"
Century to early 19" century right from the Slave dynasty to the Architecture of Bahadur Shah
Zafar. The site visits included visits to Taj Mahal and Itmad-ud-daula Tomb in Agra, Akbars
Tomb at Sikandra, Fatehpur Sikri; Red Fort & Monuments within Shahjahanabad, Feroz Shah
Kotla, Humanyun's Tomb and Nizamuddin & Khusro's Shrine, Lodhi Garden, Purana Qila,
Qutub Complex and MehrauliArchaeological Park.

The tour consisted of on-site teaching, guided explanations towards the nuances of
architectural vocabulary and focused on spatial organizations to establishment of
architectural style. The students were briefed about the phase of Islamic Architecture in India
and parallel history. Discussions towards political, socioeconomic conditions and its impact
on architecture were discussed in depth on the site. Students were briefed about Islamic
Architecture of India and were facilitated with brochures of heritage walks before proceeding
tothe tour.

TOURTOHYDERABAD

A study tour to Hyderabad was conducted with 69 students of the First Years and four
members from the Faculty of Architecture from 12" Dec to 18" Dec, 2012. This place was
selected to acquaint the students with the masterpieces of Medieval Architecture of Deccan,
to expose them to the Hi-tech Architecture of the globalized era and also to give them an
experience of cinema set-design architecture techniques of Tollywood. During the tour, the
caravan visited Char Minar, Saar Jung Museum, Golconda Fort and its light and sound show,
IGBC rated CllI Building, Chowmohalla Palace, Shilparamam etc. The concept of the tour was
to make students aware of the various facts of design and it successfully ended with zeal and
vision for the next semesters under Ar. Gaurav Singh, Ar. Nayana Singh, Ar. Saurabh Tewari
andAr. Supriya Kukreja.
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STUDY TOUR TO MUMBAIAND PUNE

A study tour was organised for 2™ Year B. Plan Students from 8th December to 14" December
2012. A total of 23 Students and two faculty members visited selected places like Mumbai,
Navi Mumbai, Lavasa Township and Pune. The study was mainly focused to give an
understanding about the various issues of urban planning and providing infrastructural
solutions for that. Students visited Dharavi and interacted with the people to understand the
living conditions in the slums.

Tour to Mumbai could provide a fillip to the understanding about the infrastructural
management of a megacity. Students were identified into different groups and directed to
study various issues like transportation, Housing, and Environmental Aspects. They
documented various housing typologies; issues of slums, various major infrastructures, like
Bandra Worli Sea Link project, progress of metro construction, and issues of transportation in
the city.

City and Industrial Development Corporation (CIDCO) of Maharashtra at Navi Mumbai, had
arranged a special lecture and a field visit to give an idea about Navi Mumbai Master Plan
implementation process.

Visit to the Lavasa Township was an eye opener to the students about the new ideas of urban
planning and need to consider the environmental aspect of it. In Pune students documented
the new modalities of development by using land as the tool for attracting investment. In Pune
students visited the Magarpatta Township. Visit to Magarpatta: provided an understanding of
the creation of combinations of housing, commercial, public and semi public land uses for a
sustainable livelihood.

The six day study tour was successfully coordinated by Prof. Rama U Pandey and Prof.
Paulose N Kuriakose.

2012.

PROF. MANMOHAN KAPSHE

1. Second International Conference on UK-India Perspectives of Climate Change took
place at Queen's University, Belfast on June 20-21, 2012 to bring together academics
from Queen's University Belfast (QUB), with a range of Indian partners to explore
areas of mutual understanding and cooperation in the field of climate change
responses. Prof Manmohan Kapshe discussed 'Developing Low Carbon Vision for
Indian Cities: A Case of Bhopal, India' at the conference.
