CENTRAL FACILITIES

GRAPHICS LAB

The multi faceted profession of Architecture and Planning needs aid of many types of
Softwares. This is achieved through the graphics Lab. The Lab aims to equip the students with
knowledge and practice of relevant and latest softwares, which may be used towards design
development, drawing and preparing documents.

The graphics Lab is equipped with 50 computers with internet and software including
Autodesk (3ds Max, AutoCAD, Revit, Inventor), graphics software, Corel draw, Photoshop,
GIS software and other 2-d/3-d image rendering software. The lab has 15 KVA UPS which is
used as a power backup. Technical supportis provided to students, staff on one to one basis.
Occasionally training sessions on general computer literacy and internet browsing are
organized. The lab staff manages Web-based e-mail access, web site maintenance, and
centralized data storage including provision of technical support for hardware and software
issues.

COMPUTERNETWORK

The computer network of SPA Bhopal includes institute labs, library, studios, hostels,
faculty/staff terminals etc. There are more than 750 users. Uninterrupted high-speed (1
GBPS) internet Wi-Fi/cable access is available throughout the institute campus. This facility is
supported by National Informatics Centre (NIC) — National Knowledge Network (NKN)
Bhopal.

NKN facilitate sharing of educational material, research, services, and library facilities with
other institutes in the country, NKN provides high performance computing facilities, e-
Libraries, virtual classrooms and a collection of large database.

COMMUNICATION AND MEDIACELL (CMC)

Graphic lab servers as a institutional hub for dissemination of information through digital
media. This cell facilitates dissemination of information related to various activities and events
conducted by SPABhopal.

GEOGRAPHIC INFORMATION SYSTEM (GIS) LABORATORY

Remote Sensing (RS) and Geographical Information System (GIS) technologies have
become an inevitable part of physical planning and its related fields. These technologies have
emerged as powerful tools with a potential to handle complex spatial systems of the growing
demands of the modern world. These increased demands call for a coordinated application of
RS and GIS for a sustainable development and management of urban areas and regions.

Students are equipped with the latest technologies RS and GIS are an integral part of the
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syllabus. As a part of the course contents, the students are required to learn related softwares
and their applications through hands-on practice to undertake academic projects.

A state-of-art GIS laboratory is developed in year 2010 in School of Planning and Architecture,
Bhopal. A dedicated space of 35.00 square meters is allocated in Bhauri campus. This
laboratory provides Remote Sensing, Geographical Information Systems and 3D Modeling
resources useful for students of Undergraduates, Postgraduates and Doctoral Programmes
to prepare maps, analyze and query the spatial/ geographical data. This lab is equipped with
nearly 20 high end workstations, latest softwares and high resolution satellite data. Latest
versions of Arc GIS, ERDAS imagine and IDRISI softwares are available. Apart from this,
digital survey instruments, consisting of four DGPS and five hand-held GPS are also
available.

A number of GIS projects were successfully completed with the technical assistance of the
GIS team and through the utilization of resources available in the GIS lab.

ARCHITECTURE AND PLANNING STUDIOS

SPABhopal is equipped with large studios giving ample space and infrastructure including lap
top points, Wi-Fi and audio - visual facilities. Every programme has their independent studio
which may be modified into formal sitting and drafting as well as informal working
arrangements for smaller group discussions and model making. The studios create
opportunities for intellectual discourses, promote sharing and creates work environment
conducive for architectural and planning education.

LIBRARY

The institute library serves as a creative and innovative partner to support the teaching,
learning and research activities of the institute. Its main objective is to meet the rising
expectations of the student community by providing unparalleled services that advance the
institute’s mission to create new knowledge. This is one of the vital organs of the institute to
meet the mission of academic excellence. It also acts as an indispensable unit of the institute
to bring an innovative and dynamic educational change in partnership with the institute's
faculty, student and staff.

Library houses quite a good number of print and electronic resources in the field of
Architecture and Planning. The books are arranged subject wise for easy and quick access.
Open access system has been adopted to ensure more freedom to the users and reduce the
gap between the user and the collection. Experienced, cooperative and professionally trained
library staffs are employed for systematic organization of the library documents as well as to
maximize their usage.

Library Collection

Books and Micro Documents - The library has a total collection of around 8100 books which
covers different sub-areas of Architecture and Planning like architectural structure, history of
architecture, public structures, religious & residential buildings, building construction,
structural engineering, landscape architecture, interior design & decoration, decorative arts,
urban & regional planning, construction management, economics, sustainable development,
drawings, paintings, classics, etc. The collection includes textbooks, reference books, CD-
ROMs, etc and new books are added regularly.
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Journals-Library subscribes 142 journals (48 national and 94 international). It includes 74
journals which can be access online throughout the campus. Besides, the current journals the
library has around 625 bound volumes also. Procurement of journal archives of the highly
used journals is under process.

Databases-Subscribes one international bibliographic databases (i.e. Avery Index to
Architectural Periodicals) and two socio-economic databases (i.e. indiastat.com &
districtsofindia.com).

Automation & ICT Applications

Library services and housekeeping operations are automated with the help of library
management software. Detail information about the library collections and services is
available in its webpage (http://spabhopal.ac.in/new/library.htm) and updated regularly.

The catalogue is available online throughout campus. Newly acquired books and journals are
being added to the database onimmediate basis.

Library adheres to the principle of continuous improvement and to prove itself as an
innovative, effective and efficient unit in the institute. Simultaneously, there is a continuous
effort by the library to serve its user community in an efficient and innovative way.

TRAININGAND PLACEMENT CELL

The Institute has a Training and placement Cell which assists students in selecting suitable
organizations for undertaking professional training and facilitates the placement of graduating
students.

In the last two years, two batches of M. Arch (Urban Design), M. Plan (Urban and Regional
Planning) and B. Plan students have graduated and the first batch of students of B. Arch
graduated. The Training and Placement Cell publishes a Placement Brochure providing the
profile of all graduating students and helps in disseminating this data base to professionals
and the industry at large. Graduating students have been selected by several reputed firms
and consultants both in Campus interviews and off campus. With students of the earlier two
batches already placed in reputed organizations, the industry-academia links are being
rapidly strengthened with the acceptance of our growing numbers of alumni in the
professional fraternity.

The Training and Placement Cell also coordinates the Professional Training of students of all
the programmes, which are part of their course curriculum. A Training Manual is designed by
the Cell for compliance by students of all courses to streamline a system of evaluating
deliverables worked upon in an industrial setup outside the curriculum. Students have been
training in reputed organizations both in the government and private sector and across a wide
range of organizations including consultants, developers, research organizations and NGOs.
Human Resource development is a key objective of the institute and the Training and
placement Cell strives to meet the demands of the Architectural and planning professions by
facilitating a vibrant industry-academia interface. Workshops for skill upgradation in verbal
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communication are conducted from time to time to help students.

Committed to produce socially aware architects and planners, a multidisciplinary research
hub 'Center for Human Centric Research' is housed at SPA-Bhopal. The CHCR propagates
inclusive and multidisciplinary problem solving approach that tries to optimize the
environment with extensive attention to the intended users. This approach has tremendous
application in the developing countries, where majority of user population does not have
power to influence the design and planning process. The center has developed a lab which
helps conduct its activities through role play, full scale simulation and involvement of user
experts like elderly or persons with disabilities.

CENTRE FOR CULTURAL KNOWLEDGE SYSTEMS

The Centre for Knowledge Systems is envisaged to be a nation resource centre which follows
the path of Knowledge system approach; a method developed towards understanding the
existing heritage in the paradigm of people, place and time leading to holistic understanding
and identifying the heritage of the place. This leads to stimulation and encouragement for
developing rigorous and innovative methodologies towards intellectual inquiry and building a
framework towards the conservation scenario of India.

CCKS shall undertake research and documentation of various heritage components,
developing comprehensive inventories in central region of India and maintain a database of
the resource materials for reference by all concerned researchers and institutions. It shall
undertake research in existing and new emerging areas of conservation in the changing
scope and understanding of heritage and develop skills and abilities through workshops and
training programmes for research and documentation of various aspects in the field of
conservation and establishing links with existing practices.

CCKS shall facilitate government agencies in matters related to cultural heritage and
establish links with national and international organizations for the benefit of Architectural
Conservation profession and awareness on heritage matters.
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INSTITUTE WORKS DEPARTMENT (IWD)

The Institute Works Department of SPA Bhopal was established in august, 2009 for carrying
out development activities for the proposed as well as present campus of SPABhopal. Ar. A.K.
Vinodia Associate Professor in Architecture department holding the additional responsibilities
as “Institute Architect” under able guidance and support of Director, associate Deans and
other senior faculty members of SPA Bhopal. Since January 2011, IWD SPA Bhopal is
operating from the site office of Bhuari Campus. .

Institute Works Department of SPA Bhopal is engaged in providing design consultancy to its
own campus and has achieved many goals. IWD have designed almost all buildings i.e. boys
and girls hostels, faculty accommodation, Admin staff residences, gate complex, QIP and
student amenity centre, etc. An external agency was appointed through a national
competition for design of main academic building. We are carried out execution works mainly
by engaging Central public works department (CPWD), Bhopal and National building
construction company, (NBCC), New Delhi.

Till March 2014, IWD has completed one Boys hostel (320 seats) and girls’ hostel (280 seats)
occupied by our students. We also have made twelve units of residential accommodation and
one building for academic activities along with basic infrastructural services such as electrical
sub-station, internal roads and water supply. By these facilities we were able to shift our most
of the academic activities at Bhonri campus.

IWD had designed 34 units for faculty accommodation as well as housing for admin staff such
as Director, Deans, Registrar, Group A, B, & C officers’ residences and Gate complex building.
All these projects are under construction and will be handed over to us in coming months.
Considering the status of developments we are quite sure to shift entire factions of SPA
Bhopal to Bhonri campus by July, 2014.

WORKSHOP ON WATER CONSERVATION BY FARHAD CONTRACTOR

Farhad Contractor is a known expert in water conservation techniques and has to his credit
the revival and rejuvenation of many water bodies in Rajasthan. He is a field person and has
an extensive experience in watershed management with many success stories. An intensive
field based workshop with Farhad Contractor was organized for the students of second
semester Master of Landscape Architecture under their course of Water Management. The
students worked on the surface water management of the SPA Bhauri campus and in the
process learnt how to read the landscapes to understand their behaviour with water. The
students were successfully able to connect the theory with actual site experience under the
able guidance of the expert.

NATIONAL STUDENT DESIGN COMPETITION
‘Inclusive Design for Cultural Interface in Pilgrimage Sites'

In India, there are several auspicious rituals, beliefs and stories associated with the
pilgrimage sites, and a number of people visit to pray for good health and well being. This
includes a lot of people with disabilities, elderly, children and women. This also includes rural
people ingrained in poverty and illiteracy. The SPA, Bhopal organized its annual event
'‘National Student Design Workshop and Competition' 2013-14 with an aim to promote
universal usability in pilgrimage sites in India. The competition was floated on 18th October
2013. The school received tremendous response for this competition from architecture and
design schools with about two hundred registrations. The registered student teams then
worked on their designs based on the design brief and in consultation with their faculty
advisors. The teams were provided with a list of books, web sites and other online resources
on universal design and world heritage sites to make their effort an informed attempt. They
submitted their work on 10th February 2014 for short listing. The final evaluation of this
competition was coupled with the three day workshop from 1st-3rd March 2014. The three
best entries were awarded and all short listed entries were displayed as an exhibition for the
professionals for wider dissemination. Registered students and their faculty advisors were
invited to attend this workshop. The judging panel consisted of two strong proponents of
design for social sustenance namely, Prof. Abir Mullick, Vice Chancellor, Narachana
University, Baroda and Professor Georgia Institute of Technology, Atlanta, USA, and Prof.
AGK Menon, an eminent architect, educator, urban planner and conservation consultant.

INTEGRAL STUDIO: TEMPORARY SHELTERS FOR VISITORS DURING KUMBH AT
UJJAIN, INDIA

'Kumbh'is a mass pilgrimage in which Hindus gather to bathe in the sacred rivers in four cities
in India. With million plus pilgrims, it is the world's largest religious conglomeration, which
increases in size every time, with better mobility and affordability in India. Ujjain is one of the
ancient riverside cities in India where Kumbh takes place every 12 years. The event not any
generates many economic benefits for the city but also throws many challenges, like
temporary infrastructure, pollution, garbage disposal, accident management. The next
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Kumbh in Ujjain would be held in 2016 and the town of 0.5 million people is expected to receive
50 million floating population.

Taking the opportunity and challenge of upcoming Kumbh in Ujjain, an intense inter-semester
studio was conducted under Berkeley Prize Teaching Fellowship-2013. The objectives of the
studio were to identify the environmental challenges for diverse users visiting historic
pilgrimage, provide contextual and inclusive solution for most visited areas, and develop
proposal for temporary infrastructure for pilgrims.

Multidisciplinary teams from different semesters and programmes at the institute participated
in the studio. To understand the problem, students did detailed context and user study. There
were lectures, interactions and discussions from experts of history, culture, theology,
archaeology, administration, management, and inclusive design. The collected data was
analyzed and refined by the teams for the design application. The students produced 20 rich
and informed solutions for a site of 32 hectares, with an estimated population of 20,000. The
solutions were contextual, inclusive and cultural, at the same time modern, futuristic and
environmental friendly. It was realized that inputs from humanities and liberal arts resulted in
enriched design thinking in the studio. It fostered multidisciplinary approach, collective
intelligence and collaboration, that lead to new insights and that produced innovative and
contextual solutions with empathy for the community.

POSTDISASTER RISKASSESSMENT FOR CULTURAL HERITAGE OF UTTARAKHAND

Tour to Uttarakhand, was conducted from 15th October to 24th October 2013 concerning Post
Disaster Risk Assessment for Cultural Heritage of the region was organized by ICOMOS-
India & supported by UNESCO. Students of M.Arch (Conservation), Ist semester contributed
to the cause as Heritage volunteers under the guidance of Astt. Prof Ramesh Bhole and eight
Conservation Professionals from all over India. The survey was carried out along the River
Alaknanda from Rudraprayag to Ukhi Math and Sonprayag. All the settlements along the river
were studied for the endangered heritage and old structures. They were documented using
inventory formats photographs and schematic sketches.

FACULTY FORUM

SPA, Bhopal organizes a faculty forum at the end of the semester or just before the start of the
semester since 2010 and has become a regular feature of our calendar. This initiative gives a
opportunity for all faculty members to present their works done in last semester, the plans for
upcoming semesters, their contribution for the development of the Institute and their own
personal achievements.

WORKSHOP ON REVISION OF UDPFI GUIDELINES

A One day National Workshop of Planning Schools on Revision of UDPFI Guidelines was held
in Bhopal on 30 January, 2014 jointly organised by Schools of Planning, Bhopal, Delhi and
Vijaywada. The workshop was graced by Prof. E.F.N. Ribeiro, the then Chairman of Board of
Governors, SPA Bhopal and Mr. M.N. Buch an eminent civil servant. Prof. Ajay Khare,
Director, SPA, Bhopal presided over the inaugural session and delivered the welcome
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address. Besides senior official from Town and Country Planning Organisation, Govt. of India,
eminent experts from the field of Urban Planning and Architecture, namely, Dr. D.S. Meshram,
Secretary General, Institute of Town. Planners, India, Prof. N. Sridharan, Director, SPA

The workshop was divided into two
technical sessions devoted to two sub themes, namely, 'Co — Benefits in Urban Areas' and
'Sound Material Society' followed by a panel discussion on 'Sustainable Future Options for
Cities: Role of Co-Benefits'.

HANDS ON WORKSHOP BAMBOO

The Bamboo Workshop was held from 23rd to 25th August, 2013 in which the students of ten
students from M. Arch (Conservation) Semester Ist and five students from M. Arch
(Landscape) Semester | from worked with the all students of B.Arch, lInd year to learn the
methods and techniques of Bamboo Construction. The students were guided by
Professionals from Centre For Green Building Material and Technology.

and Mansaram Architects, Bangalore. Ar. Neelam Manjunath, principal architect from the
organization specializes in sustainable architecture involving lime, Mud and Bamboo. She
shared her experiences related to the art of Bamboo for Architectural Projects, Landscaping,
Construction, Eco-design and decoration. This natural material is highly renewable, that's
why it is used in ecological and sustainable projects. Henceforth the main objective of this
workshop was to transform the participants into climate sensitive professionals. It offered
knowledge of Bamboo's properties, showing the different aspects and acceptation as a
conservation element, as environmental resurgence, as an energy system and as a building
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element, building techniques approached through art and education. The objective was to
transfer technology, knowledge and skills through Training and workshop for the
environmental conservation, which was highly informative for the students. This Hands on
Workshop was coordinated by Prof. Sanjeev Singh and Dr. Vishakha Kawathekar.

ASHAPURITEMPLE PROJECT

The students were given opportunity to work on Ashapuri Temple Project in Semester | and
Semester Il to learn Documentations techniques and Data Management. The documentation
undertaken was for the Architectural fragments of Temple no. 5 and Temple no. 12, which was
carried by doing Photo Documentation with Critical Dimensioning. This process of Photo-
Documentation is a relatively innovative technique developed to ease the process of resolving
of temple form at a later stage. In this process a picture each of the fragment is clicked from all
six sides such that the photographs are as close to orthogonal as possible. Then only the
critical dimensions of the fragments which will help in identifying them at a later stage are
recorded manually in the form of dimensioned sketches. Then at a later stage the dimensions
are directly marked on the photograph of the fragments on computer so that they are readily
and directly readable at a glance. The students were guided by Dr. Vishakha Kawathekar,
Ramesh Bhole and Shweta Verdia.
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SCHOOL OF PLANNING AND ARCHITECTURE
EDUCATIONAL TOURS AS ON 31.3.2014
STUDY TOUR TO AMARKANTAK- BANDHAVGARH

A Study Tour to Amarkantak- Bandhavgarh was organized from 11-17 December 2013 for the
students Master of Landscape Architecture, after their completion of first Semester. This tour
was designed as a prelude to the Landscape Studio of the second semester, wherein the
students were asked to devise Therapeutic landscape design interventions for the ailing
landscapes of Amarkantak, represented by the Mai ki Bagiya. Mai ki Bagiya is a people’s
protected garden where the River Narmada appears from the ground and is home to many
endangered medicinal plants. This garden is a part of the Achanakmar-Amarkantak
Biosphere Reserve notified as the 14th National Biosphere Reserve of India by Government
of India on 30th March 2005. The site work included the listing of the plant material, measured
drawings of the Bagiya with marking of all vegetation, interviews with local people and visitors
and detailed landscape observations. The students also visited the Forests of Bandhavgarh.
This study tour equipped them with the necessary base to pursue the landscape design
exercise of the Landscape Studio-ll, as well as made them aware of the Bioreserve
landscapes.

STUDY TOUR OF JAMNAGAR

Study tour was conducted at Jamnagar during 19-27 August, 2013 for the preparation of
Regional Plan of Jamnagar district as a part of Regional Planning Studio of M. Plan (Urban
and Regional), 3rd semester. Under the coordination of Prof Ashfaque Alam, 14 students of
MURP 2nd year visited different parts of Jamnagar district in Gujarat for data collection, field
observation, meeting and interaction with government officials and stakeholders. During this
visit, they met the District Collector of Jamnagar, Shri. Nalin Upadhyay, IAS and Shri R.D.
Kamboj, IFS, Chief Conservator of Forest, and also visited the Marine National Park,
Jamnagar.

STUDY TOUR OF NAINITAL DISTRICT

A study of Nainital District was undertaken in February 2014 as part of the regional planning
exercise of both the M. Plan programmes of Urban and Regional Planning and Environmental
Planning. During the visit, students travelled in both urban and rural areas of the district,
interacting with local people to understand the issues related to economy, socio-cultural
context and other challenges. A series of meetings were held with the officials from the office
of the Chief Development Officer of the District. The study was part of the joint studio exercise
of the two programmes for preparing a district plan with a thrust on development approach
based on environmental sustenance. The exercise is a collaborative work with TCPO, Delhi,
to develop a prototype district plan as a response to the needs of the 73rd and 74th
Constitution Amendment Act which recognises the district as a key unit of the planning
system. The 25 students were accompanied by Prof. Binayak Choudhury, Sheuli Mitra,
Ashfaque Alam, Rama Pandey, Govind M.P. and Shomit Bade of the Planning Department.
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STUDY TOURTO HISTORIC CITY OF BIDAR, KARNATAKA

A study tour to Bidar, Karnataka was conducted for the students of M.Arch (conservation), Il
semester from 30th December 2013 to 4th January 2014.The historic city is known for its
fortified enclosures and monuments, most Significant among them being the Mahmud Gawan
Madarssa & the triple layer moat along the royal enclosure. The study focused on city of
commons, in-housed within a separate fortification known as the public enclosure and
separated from the royal enclosure. The theoretical framework was to understand
architectural knowledge systems including defense, water, royal, networking, educational
and military excellence in Southern India and hence establish the significance of the City and
its Landmark monuments at local, regional, national and international level. The seven day
tour was successfully completed under the guidance of Dr. Vishakha Kawathekar & Shweta
Vardia.

TEMPLE SURVEY VISIT TO CHANDERI, SHIVPURI, GWALIORAND SURROUNDS

A study tour under the guidance of Prof Adam Hardy, Dr. Vishakha Kawathekar and Assistant
Prof Ramesh Bhole along with the students of Second semester Conservation went to a
survey and research of temples built in the contemporary period of 8th to 11th century from
19th Feb 2014 to 22nd Feb 2014. The Temples were surveyed in the village of Chanderi,
Kadwaya, Shivpuri, Survaya, Shivpuri and Gwalior. The students worked under the guidance
of Prof Hardy Measuring and photographing the temples. This study helped to understand the
missing components of the temples, understand chronological development of the temples in
relation to the temples at Ashapuri and issue related to archaeological sites and heritage
management.

FIELD VISIT TO VILLAGES OF PIPARIA TEHSIL AS STUDIO EXERCISE OF 1ST
SEMESTER M.PLAN (INTEGRATED)

The Studio exercise for Rural Module of Ist Semester, M. Plan (Integrated Semester) was
aimed at understanding the different Planning approach in respect of rural areas as compared
to urban areas and to explore linkages between urban and rural areas. Towards this, three
villages of Pipariya Tehsil of Hoshangabad district, Madhya Pradesh, were chosen for
preparing a village development plan.

For this purpose, a total of 26 students accompanied by faculty members visited the villages.
The visit was scheduled between 19th October and 22nd October 2013. Students were
divided into three groups and directed to study various issues like Infrastructure, Housing,
Environmental Aspects, Livelihood, and Indigenous practices adopted for farming and other
occupations. The data was collected through intensive primary survey, group discussions and
interviews of local inhabitants.

STUDY TOUR OF RAJASTHAN

A study tour was conducted for the final year B Arch. students to several places in Rajasthan
from 10th December to 21st December 2013. The study tour included important places in
Rajasthan- Jaipur, Shekhawati, Bikaner, Jaisalmer, Jodhpur, Pushkar and Ajmer. In Jaipur the
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students visited the Amer fort, the Albert Hall Museum, Jantar Mantar, Jal Mahal and the City
Palace. In Shekhawati the students studied havelis and palaces. In Bikaner the students
visited the Karni Mata Mandir, Shiv Bari temple Junagrah Fort and Lalgarh Palace. In
Jaisalmer they visited Golden Fort, Bada Bagh, Patwon ki Haveli, the Gadisar Lake, etc. In
Jodhpur the Mehrangarh Fort, Umaid Bhavan Palace were visited. At Pushkar, the students
saw the Pushkar holy lake and the Brahma Temple. Finally the tour ended with the visit to
shrine of Khwaja Garib Nawaz at Ajmer. The tour accompanied by Devarshi Chaurasia,
Poonam Khan & Abhinav Shrivastava.

STUDY TOUR TO CHANDIGARH AND HIMACHAL PRADESH

A Study tour to Chandigarh and Himachal Pradesh was organised for students of 4th year B.
Arch from 10th Dec. to 20th Dec.2013. The visit to Chandigarh —covered buildings of Capitol
Complex, Le Corbusier Centre, Sector-17 Market and the planned residential areas of the city,
Rock Garden and Sukhna lake. Ar. Sangeet Sharma, delivered a lecture on "Chandigarh as a
sustainable city". Next the students studied the heritage village of Pragpur and Garli in
Himachal Pradesh were visited which is one of the first declared heritage village of India (in
1997) due to multi-cultural influence on its architecture. Buildings with a blend of Kangra,
Rajput, Colonial and even Portuguese were identified. The tour continued to Dharamshala
where student studied the Tibetan Temple Complex and Monastry, Norbulingka Institute of
Cultural Studies, Dharamshala Cricket stadium, etc. A half day trek to Triund was undertaken
by all the students. The tour ended with the visit to the Colonial Architecture of Shimla
including major buildings along the Ridge Road and Mall Road were documented along with
the activities and streetscapes in the Colonial town. The trip was successfully conducted
under the guidance of Ramesh. P. Bhole, Sashwat Naidu, Arvind Kumar Meel and Gayatri
Nanda.

STUDY TOUR OF CHITTORGARH

Study tour to Chittorgarh was organized for students of llird year B. Plan from 5th January to
13th January, 2014. The tour was part of studio exercise focused to make students
understand the process of master plan preparation and role of various departments for the
same. Students learned to perform all the surveys required to be carried out for preparation of
master plan. State Town Planner and District Town Planner delivered lectures on the existing
condition of the city and the process of master plan preparation followed in Rajasthan.
Students were accompanied by Prof. N R Mandal, Dr. Kshama Puntambekar & Gaurav
Vaidhya.

STUDY TOUR TOAURANGABAD, MUMBAIAND GOA

Astudy Tour was conducted for the students of B.Arch. 3rd year, who visited different places of
Aurangabad, Mumbai and Goa; as a part of their academic study from 1Ith to 19th December
2013.

A study tour tour resulting in a studio exercise was conducted for students of B.Arch first year
section A to five cities of Rajasthan including Pokaran, Jaipur, Jaisalmer, Jodhpur and Ajmer.
The tour included a three-day measured drawing studio at Pokaran. The tour started from
Jaipur to cover its museums and Amer Fort to lead to Pokaran studio. Post Pokaran, the group
visited the cities of Jaisalmer, Jodhpur and Ajmer and -their prominent buildings and forts.

At Pokaran, the students learnt about basic design principles, building methods and the
traditional genius of local materials in the harsh arid climate. Their documentation covered
primarily the Pokaran fort and a Haveli in the old city fabric. Mr. R.K. Khatri acted as a local
resource for the tour. This tour was accompanied by Saurabh Tewari & Karna Sen Gupta.

STUDY TOURTOWEST GUJARAT

A study tour was conducted for students of B. Arch Ist year (Section B) covering the south and
western parts of Gujarat from 11th to 19th December. Starting from Somnath, they visited the
Somnath temple, Junagadh Fort, museum and Girnar mountain at Junagadh, the Portuguese
colonial settlement including Diu Fort, Sea shell museum, St. Paul's Church at Diu,
Dwarkadhish and Rukmini temples in Dwarka, the Rann Utsav and Kala Dungar at Rann of
Kutchh, the remains of Harappa civilization at Dholavida, the picturesque Vijay Vilas Palace at
Mandhvi and many monuments of Bhuj. They also visited to Rann of Kutchh. The students
were guided by Sukanta Majumdar and Ashish Patil.

The center works to build a
research based body of knowledge with all realms of the ethnographic, qualitative and
quantitative experimental paradigms, to support human centered design process. It functions
in four major areas, 'ldentification of Research Priority Areas and Networking', 'Education and
Training', 'Research and Design Development' and 'Dissemination’. The conferred award is
instituted by NCPEDP, Mphasis and Access Ability, and was given by the then Minister,
Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment, India.

BERKELEY PRIZE TEACHING FELLOWSHIP

The Center for Human Centric Research at SPA, Bhopal conducted one year (2013-14) long
design studio under Berkeley Prize Teaching Fellowship on 'UNIVERSAL DESIGN FOR
CULTURAL INTERFACE IN THE SACRED SITE OF UJJAINI. The studio focused on equal
access to achieve Universal Design for a culturally rich site. The students researched into the
needs of diverse users, investigated heritage issues, explored site considerations and
developed universal design solutions that offer equal opportunity to everyone. The Teaching
Fellowship was led by Dr. Ajay Khare, time Professor in the Department of Architecture,
Chairperson of CHCR and Director of SPA, Bhopal.
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In relation to the prospective projects for upcoming Kumbh at Ujjain in 2016, the overall aim
was to focus on 'User Centered Approach' to design for diverse users, irrespective of age,
ability, gender, class, caste, religion, poverty, urban/rural background. The objectives of the
studios include:

1) Identify the environmental challenges for diverse users visiting the historic pilgrimage
site.

2) Identify Universal Design opportunities with focus on diversity in the Indian context.

3) To create enabling designs for most used facilities for everyone, like information area,

sacred bath, sacred circumambulatory path and temporary shelter.

4) To develop innovative and contextual research tools to investigate design problems in
India and employ practice-based approaches to social inclusion in guidance of
universal design and heritage experts.

5) Publish educational process and outcomes for the universal design teaching
community in India.

The Berkeley Teaching Fellowship involved second and third year undergraduate students of
4th and 6th semester and all design problems offered were very different from each other in
scale and content. The studio was endorsed by the Department of Architecture in the College
of Environmental Design at the University of California, Berkeley, U.S.A. and was being
offered at five places in the world under larger theme 'Inclusive Design'. Other than SPA
Bhopal, it was offered at University of Arizona, College of Architecture, Planning and
Landscape, Tucson, USA; Edinburgh School of Architecture and Landscape Architecture
(ESALA), Edinburgh, United Kingdom; Department of Architecture and Physical Planning,
Kampala, Uganda; and Massachusetts College of Art and Design (Mass Art), and Institute for
Human Centered Design (IHCD), both in Boston.

BERKELEY PRIZE ESSAY COMPETITION 2014

SPA Bhopal last year won the Berkeley Prize fellowship this year students made us proud
winners of the Global competition by Berkeley University as the entry of SPA Bhopal students,
Nipun Prabhakar and Sukriti Gupta won the second prize of the sixteenth annual international
2014 BERKELEY PRIZE Essay Competition 2014.

Through three distinct competitions - the Essay Competition; the Travel Fellowship
Competition; and the Teaching Fellowship Competition- the international BERKELEY PRIZE
competition encourages undergraduate architecture students and their teachers worldwide to
go into their communities for the purpose of thinking and writing about issues central to the
understanding of the social art of architecture.

Only the rigorous function, built economically and sturdily in an
aesthetically pleasing manner. The holistic oneness of the culture of an indigenous
community and their vernacular architecture, their comprehensive evolution, all hold valuable
lessons for the designer of habitats.
